Visa requirements 

 
 

Students who are in the UK for longer than six months and do not hold an EU 
passport need to apply for a Tier 4 Student Visa. 
Advice and support with visa applications, and information on what documents are 
needed to come to the UK, can be found advice on the University of Birmingham’s 
International Student Advisory Service web-pages;

Students who come to the UK for less than 6 months may be able to use a Short 
Term Study Visa.          
    

Application process Students are nominated by their home institution, and they will then be invited to 
make an online application. All supporting documents can be attached 
electronically. Nomination deadlines are end of October for a Spring start and end 
of March for a September start.
