the School offers common courses to be taken by all students.
2. In order to equip students with a Specialization in the humanities, the School offers the
following specialized courses.
* Special research courses are offered to enable them to acquire highly specialized knowledge in
the relevant field.
+ Small group seminars are offered so that students can acquire the necessary skills for research
in the relevant field, in addition to language skills.
* Master's thesis seminars are offered by an academic advisor towards the completion of the

student’s thesis.
